ORDINANCE 

AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE A TAX LEVY 
FOR THE CITY OF COOKEVILLE, 
TENNESSEE, FOR THE FISCAL YEAR

THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COOKEVILLE, TENNESSEE, HEREBY ORDAINS: 

SECTION I: That there shall be a property tax levy of the certified tax rate on each one-hundred dollars of 
taxable property, assessed at 25% for real property, 40% for commercial property, 55% for public utilities, and 30% 
for personal property within the corporate limits of Cookeville, Tennessee. Said property taxes to be allocated on 
the following basis: 

General Fund $0.79 
General Obligation Debt Service Fund 0.06 
Economic Development Fund 0.04 
Quality of Life Fund 0.01 

Total $0.90 

SECTION II: That said property taxes shall be due and payable on the first day of October, 2012, and shall accrue 
interest from and after the first day of March, 2013, as provided by state law. The City Clerk shall present a 
certified list of all prior year delinquent taxes to the Putnam County Clerk and Master on April 1, 2013, or as soon 
as practical, according to state law and the Clerk and Master shall collect said taxes and make his or her return thereon. 

SECTION III: That there is hereby levied by and for the use of the City of Cookeville, Tennessee, a business tax 
upon merchants and other vocations, occupations, and businesses doing business of exercising a taxable privilege as 
defined by the Business Tax Act of the State of Tennessee and all amendments thereto. The proceeds of the business 
tax levy shall accrue to the General Fund. 

SECTION IV: That the city's share of the state sales tax allocation shall accrue to the General Obligation Debt 
Service Fund. 

SECTION V: That locally levied taxes be appropriated to match 20% of the State of Tennessee's appropriation for 
local streets and transportation. 

SECTION VI: That all other revenue not herein provided for shall be allocated as directed by the city council. All 
revenues received from the operations of the Electric, Gas, and Water Quality Control Departments shall accrue to the 
Electric, Gas, and Water Quality Control Departments respectively. 

SECTION VII: That all revenue collected from the operations of the Sanitation Fund shall be allocated to the 
Sanitation Fund. 

SECTION VIII: That all prior year tax collections shall be allocated to the various funds on the basis of the tax 
rate allocation for that tax year. 
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SECTION XI: That this ordinance shall take effect on July 1, 2012, the public welfare requirin
