Notice is hereby given that the Cookeville City Council will hold a Public Hearing at its meeting on Thursday,
January 15, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Room at City Hall. The purpose of this Hearing is to present Annual
Progress Reports on the status of extending services to areas annexed by the City of Cookeville as specified in the
Plans of Services for each of the areas. All interested citizens are invited to attend this Hearing. The Progress
Reports for these annexation areas are as follows:

ANNUAL PROGRESS REPORT
PLANS OF SERVICES

Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 6-51-108 requires that annual reports be prepared and published on the
progress of extending the services to annexed areas as specified in the Plans of Services. The areas annexed by the
City of Cookeville requiring annual progress reports are as follows:

SHIPLEY ROAD AREA, R00-04-13, effective August 16, 2000
EAST HIGHWAY 70N/INTERSTATE 40 AREA, R00-09-24, effective January 7, 2001
MATHENEY/CORA ROAD AREA, R02-02-01, effective April 21,2002
WEST COOKEVILLE/INTERSTATE 40 AREA, R02-06-11, effective August 8, 2002
O’NEILL/WEST 12™ STREET AREA, R02-07-14, effective August 31, 2002
PRESLEY/WEST 12™ STREET AREA, R02-07-18, effective November 3, 2002
SHAG RAG ROAD AREA, R06-02-01, effective March 18, 2006
GAW/DODSON BRANCH ROAD AREA, R06-10-19, effective December 17, 2006
REBECCA PLACE/BUNKER HILL ROAD AREA, R06-11-23, effective January 21, 2007
BUNKER HILL ROAD/LOVELADY ROAD AREA, R07-06-06, effective September 2, 2007

According to the Directors of the applicable City Departments, the following progress has been made toward
extending the services specified in the Plans of Services for the above Annexation Areas:

Police and Fire Protection

Police and fire protection are provided to all annexation areas as specified in the Plans of Services.

Water

Water service is provided to the Old Sparta Road/Horace Lewis Road, Old Bridge Road/Falling Water River, Buck

Mountain/Dry Valley Road, Shipley Road, Matheney/Cora Road, O'Neill/West 12" Street, Presley/West 12" Street,

Shag Rag Road, Gaw/Dodson Branch Road, and Rebecca Place/Bunker Hill Road annexation areas as specified in

the respective Plans of Services.

East Highway 70/Interstate 40 Area
Water service at the inside city rate is now provided to the annexed area by the City of Cookeville. All
impi have been p with the P of the of | fire hydrant. The Plan of
Services specifies that any necessary upgrades in water service will be completed within 15 years after the
effective date of annexation.

West Cookeville/Interstate 40 Area
Those property owners already provided water service by the City of Cookeville have had their rates reduced to
the city rate. The City is in the process of negotiating with the Double Springs Utility District to acquire the
service area. All required fire hydrants have been installed. The City has initiated negotiations with the Boat
Dock Utility District to acquire the service arca but has been unable to reach an agreement. The Plan of
Services specifies that required improvements in the areas served by utility districts will be completed within 5
years after the city acquires the service areas.

Bunker Hill Road/Lovelady Road Area
Water service rates have been reduced to the inside the city rate. Five fire hydrants have been installed in the
South Creek Subdivision and 5 additional fire hydrants remain to be installed.

Sanitary Sewer

Sanitary sewer service is provided to the Shipley Road, Matheney/Cora Road, O'Neill/West 12" Street, Presley/West

12" Street and Gaw/Dodson Branch Road ion areas as specified in the respective Plans of Services.

Old Sparta Road/Horace Lewis Road Area
Sanitary sewer service has not yet been extended to this area. The Plan of Services specifies that sanitary sewer
service is not anticipated until approximately 15 years afier the effective date of annexation.
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EastHighway70/Interstate 40 Area
The first phase of the extension of sewer service to the annexation area, serving approximately 35 parcels along
Highway 70N has been completed. The Plan of Services specifies that sanitary sewer service will be provided
based on the same criteria, standards and policies used to determine the expansion of sanitary sewer service in
the unserved portions of the present corporate limits.

Old Bridge Road/Falling Water River, Buck Mountain Road/Dry Valley Road, West Cookeville/Interstate 40, and

Shag Rag Road Areas
Sanitary sewer has not yet been extended in these annexation areas. The Plans of Services specify that sanitary
sewer service will be provided based on the same criteria, standards and policies used to determine the
expansion of sanitary sewer service in the unserved portions of the present corporate limits.

Rebecca Place/Bunker Hill Road and Bunker Hill Road/Lovelady Road Areas
Sanitary sewer service has not yet been extended to these areas. The Plans of Services specify that sanitary
sewer service will be provided within 20 years after the effective date of annexation.

Solid Waste Collection and Disposal

Solid waste collection and disposal is provided to the annexation areas as specified in the Plans of Services.

Streets

Street maintenance is provided to the annexation areas as specified in the Plans of Services.

Planning and Zoning and Inspection Services

Planning and zoning and inspection services are provided to the annexation areas as specified.

Electrical Service and Street Lighting

In 2008 a settlement was reached with Upper Cumberland Electric Membership Cooperative transferring to the City

by January 31, 2009 all facilities, customers and service rights associated with the Old Sparta Road/Horace Lewis

Road, EastHighway70/Interstate 40, Shipley Road, Matheney/Cora Road, O’Neill West 12" Street, and

Presley/West 12" Street Areas; and by December 31, 2011 the Old Bridge Road/Falling Water River, Buck

Mountain Road/Dry Valley Road, West Cookeville/Interstate 40, Shag Rag Road, Gaw/Dodson Branch Road,

Rebecca Place/Bunker Hill Road, and Bunker Hill Road/Lovelady Road Areas. The current status on the provision

of electric service and street lighting for the individual annexation areas is as follows:

0Old Sparta Road/Horace Lewis Road and Old Bridge Road/Falling Water River Areas
The Cookeville Electric Department has obtained the portion of the annexation areas served by the Caney Fork
Electric Membership Cooperative. Streetlights have been installed in both annexation areas. The Plans of
Services for these areas specify that electric service at city rates and street lighting will be provided within three
years after the city acquires the service areas.

Matheney/Cora Road, O'Neill West | 2" Street, Presley/West 1 2 Street and Rebecca Place/Bunker Hill Road Areas
The Plans of Services for these areas specify that electric service at city rates and street lighting will be provide
within one year after the city acquires the service areas. Street lighting has been provided in these areas.

EastHighway70/Interstate 40, Buck Mountain Road/Dry Valley Road, and Shipley Road Areas
The Plans of Services for this area specifies that electric service at city rates and street lighting will be provided
within three years after the city acquires the service area. Street lighting has been installed in these areas.

West Cookeville/Interstate 40 Area
The Plan of Services specifies that electric service at city rates will be provided in the area north of 1-40 within
one year after the city acquires the service area and within three years for the area south of I-40. Street lighting
has been installed in this area.

Shag Rag Road, Gaw/Dodson Branch Road, and Bunker Hill Road/Lovelady Road Areas
The Plan of Services for these areas specify that electric service at city rates and street lighting will be provided
within one year after the city acquires the service arcas. Street lighting has not yet been provided.

Recreational Facilities

The residents of the annexation areas are able to use all municipal recreational facilities as specified.

Natural Gas

Natural gas service is provided to the Old Sparta Road/Horace Lewis Road, Old Bridge Road/Falling Water River,

Buck Mountain/Dry Valley Road, Shipley Road, Matheney/Cora Road, O'Neill/West 12" Street, Presley/West 12"

Street, Shag Rag Road, Gaw-Dodson Branch Road, and Rebecca Place/Bunker Hill Road annexation areas as

specified in the respective Plans of Services.

EastHighway70/Interstate 40 Area
Those property owners already provided natural gas service by the City of Cookeville have had their rates
reduced to the city rate. The Plan of Services specifies that natural gas service will be provided at city rates
within five years after the effective date of annexation to that portion of the annexation area located north of
Interstate 40 and within ten years to that portion of the annexation area located south of Interstate 40. The
Cookeville Gas Department reports that all properties desiring natural gas service north of Interstate 40 have
been provided service.

West Cookeville/Interstate 40 Area
Those property owners already provided natural gas service by the City of Cookeville have had their rates
reduced to the city rate. The Plan of Services specifies that natural gas service will be provided at city rates
within five years after the effective date of annexation to that portion of the annexation area located north of
Interstate 40 and will be provided to the area south of Interstate 40 when the level of development economically
justifies installation.

Bunker Hill Road/Lovelady Road Area
Natural gas service has been provided to approximately 14 properties. The Plan of Services specifies that
natural gas service will be provided to the annexation area based upon customer demand and when
economically feasible.

Street Name Signs

Street name signs have been provided to the annexation areas.
